
 

                   Import OTP New Token ESNs to the ASAS Database
Why Upgrade Your ASAS Database?  
To increase the number of BiGuard OTP token users accessing your OTP-probected
resources, you must have an upgrade license. This will enable you to add BiGuard OTP
tokens to the Authenex Strong Authentication System (ASAS) database. Then the new
tokens can be assigned to new users.

The new BiGuard OTP token information will come on an upgrade CD, on which you will find
a file titled data01_upgrade.sql. This file contains all the information needed for populating
the ASAS Database with new tokens.

If you do not have an ASAS System installed, you must install one before trying to upgrade
your ASAS Database. If you do have an existing ASAS System and you want to add BiGuard OTP
tokens to your existing ASAS Database, you must do the procedures below.

Using DBImport to upgrade your Database
During installation of your ASAS 3.1 system, a tool named DBImport was added to your
Program menu. Use this tool to access data01_upgrade.sql and add the information it
contains to your ASAS Database.

Procedures
        1. 　Select Start 　 Programs 　 Authenex 　 ASAS_3.x 　 DBImport.

4.　Locate and select the file titled data01_upgrade.sql and click Open. The Open dialog will close, 
and the ASAS DBImport Install Wizard dialog will return with the path to the file filled in the text field 
above the Continue button.

5.　Click Continue. 

7. 　Click OK. The Congratulations dialog appears.

8.     After you finish importing new ESNs to your ASAS database, refer to the document
       titled Administering the ASAS System for more configuration.

9. 　Click Exit. The ASAS DBImport Install Wizard’s complete screen appears.

10.   After importing your new BiGuard OTP tokens, refer to the document titled
        Administering the ASAS System for more configuration steps.

The ASAS DBImport Install Wizard’s dialog appears.

Note:  Wait for the command prompts to close. Do not close them yourself or the services will restart.

The ASAS DBImport Install Wizard dialog refreshes, informing you that the data was correctly encrypted.

        2.    Select the Upgrade Database radio button.
        3.    Click the “...” button besides the text field just above the Continue button. The Open
               dialog appears will then appear.
